(7)  Minutes 

The Minutes of the meeting held on 18th June 2009 were received as a correct record.

Matters Arising

(8)  Family Photographs
Hayley reminded the committee of the scheme that she had helped with, whereby for £10, families booked a ten minute appointment for group photos. The photographer then charged approximately £15 upwards for photographs.  Props could be used and clothes changed etc.  The idea was to have photos ready for Mothers’ day.

It was agreed that interest in the scheme be tested.

(9)  EI Grant

Helen Abbit had applied for a grant from the EI towards the cost of two professionally made banners, one for the Christmas Fair the other for the Plant Sale.  £200 had been awarded on condition that the support of the EI was acknowledged on the signs.

Julia agreed to thank the EI and move the project forward.

(10)  Jewellery Recycling

Alison reported the 130 bags had been received for distribution for the jewellery collection.  The date for their return was 30th September.  Hazel thought that the scheme was to be widened to include residents of Arnside.

Alison offered to seek a return date towards the end of November.  The scheme would need to be publicised in the Broadsheet.

(11)  Cross Bay Walk

Julia Adair be requested to contact Cedric for a date in June/July prior to the end of term.

(12)  Scholastic Book Fair

The Book Fair was to be held from12th to 19th November.  This year it might be possible for parents to shop without their children on one day from 2.30pm.

Nicky Till agreed to try and seek a better selection of books.

Posters were required to promote the benefits to the school.

(13)  School Link

Julia reported that School Link books could be purchased directly off the internet.  There was a bigger choice including adult books and there was no postage as they were delivered to school.  It was important to quote the school code to obtain school benefits. 

(14)  Disco/Evening Walk

A disco would be held on Thursday 15th October between 5pm-6pm for Infants and 6pm-7pm for Juniors. Unfortunately Mrs Dickinson would not be able to attend this year.  Parents were requested to help in a supervisory capacity.  Lisa and Anne-Marie be consulted about popcorn production. (15)  Film Nights

(16)  Treasurer’s Report

As previously reported, a £200 cheque had been received from the EI for the production of banners for the Christmas Fair and Plant Sale.  

Mr Sharp reported that the PTA had offered to fund the transport costs of two coaches to Quarry Bank Mill, totalling £600.

(17)  Voucher Schemes

Alison provided an update on the sports equipment and books obtained through the various schemes.  The Morrisons vouchers and the Times Book Tokens had been re-started.  These schemes needed to be publicised as soon as possible, and Bullough’s be requested to act as a collection point for the Times vouchers.

(19)  Christmas Fair

Alison offered to package up a Christmas Hamper if there were appropriate donations.

(21)  Clothing Collection

Nicky offered to collect donations from residents who were unable to bring their donations to school.
